General Rules and Regulations 

 

1. The peacefulness of the cemetery shall not be disturbed by noise or improper conduct. 

 

2. Littering is not allowed in any part of the cemetery.  Receptacles are provided for 

garbage.   

 

3. Decoration and planting guidelines:  

 

- Christmas wreaths shall be removed by April 1.   

- Artificial flowers and decorations shall be removed by October 15.   

- Shrub or tree plantings must be approved by Cemetery Supervisor. 

- Flowers can only be planted in front of stones with the exception of Section 19 

which only allows artificial flowers.  No tall perennials shall be planted which 

would block the lettering on the markers. 

- Boxes, shelves, ornaments, chairs, settees, glass, wood or iron cases or similar items 

shall not be placed on graves.   

- Please refrain from leaving food items and beverages on the graves as these items 

may attract rodents or other wild animals.   

 

Note: Cemetery workers reserve the right to remove any items in violation  

of the above.  

 

4. The speed limit on cemetery roads is 15 mph.   

 

5. Picnics are not allowed in the cemetery. 

 

6. Dogs are not allowed in the cemetery. 

 

7. Markers and foundations must be approved by Cemetery Supervisor prior to  

 installation. 

 

8. Veteran flags can be obtained from the Veterans Office (459-3053).   

 

9. Loitering is not allowed on the cemetery grounds after sunset.  

 

10. No advertising or solicitation of any nature will be allowed in the cemetery.
