AN ORDINANCE amending Section 2-761 of the Municipal Code so as to increase the number of voting members on the board of park and forestry commissioners from seven to eight and repealing and recreating Section 2-764(e) so as to change the membership status of the member of the city historic preservation commission on the board to voting membership.
 


THE COMMON COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SHEBOYGAN DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

 


Section 1.  Section 2-761 of the Sheboygan Municipal Code entitled “Establishment” is hereby amended so as to increase the number of adult voting members on the board of park and forestry commissioners from seven to eight.

Section 2.  Section 2-764 of the Sheboygan Municipal Code entitled “Appointment, term; composition; compensation; removal; filling vacancies” is hereby repealed and recreated in subsection (e) thereof to read as follows: 


“Sec. 2-764.
Appointment, term; composition; compensation; removal;


filling vacancies.

(e)
One member of the city historic preservation commission shall be a voting member of the board.  The city director of public works and engineering and one representative of the Sheboygan police department shall be members of the board; however, they will be nonvoting members:  The terms of each of these representatives shall be for a period of one year.”


Section 3.  All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict, and this ordinance shall be in effect from and after its passage and publication.
