Call to order – The nineteenth meeting of the 2010-11 Public Protection & Safety Committee 
The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Chairperson Kittelson. 
 
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 
 
Approval of the minutes of the Public Protection and Safety Committee meeting from   
January 26, 2011.  Alderperson Montemayor moved to approve.  Seconded by Alderperson 
Sampson.  All aye – motion passed.    
 
1. Com. No. 53-10-11 (18-31) submitting a communication from James Kroscher requesting 

removal of stop signs at three locations in the city.  Ryan Sazama advised he talked to 
Mr. Kroscher and explained why the signs will stay as they are.  Alderperson Heidemann 
moved to file.  Seconded by Alderperson Montemayor.  All aye – motioned passed. 

  
2. R. O. No. 341-10-11 (18-35) from Kristine Krentz, Service Committee Chairperson for the 

Early Bird Rotary Club, requesting permission to post signage at the Indiana Ave./8th St. 
rotary planting area.  Ryan Sazama advised that Kristine Krentz met with him and Bill 
Bittner.  She will drop off the sign and Mr. Bittner will have someone put the sign up.  
Alderperson Montemayor moved to grant subject to staff recommendations.  Seconded 
by Alderperson Sampson.  All aye – motion passed.     

 
3. Com. No. 61-10-11 (21-25) submitting a communication from David Palmer regarding his 

concerns that traffic and parking loads near his home at 707 Clara Ave. have increased 
significantly and stating that Clara Ave. is essentially reduced to a one-way street 
between 7th and 8th Streets.  Ryan Sazama advised he talked to Mr. Palmer and 
explained the parking and truck route situation.  Alderperson Heidemann asked if DPW 
workers could remove the snow from both sides to widen the street.  Steve Gilbertson 
advised that street widening is usually done by request and they can put this on a list, but 
the equipment used for street widening is off for this season.  Alderperson Dekker moved 
to file.  Seconded by Alderperson Heidemann.  All aye – motion passed. 

 
4. R. O. No. 385-10-11 (21-26) submitting a communication from Tarah Walsh and Jennifer 

Grandkoski of the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society Scenic Shore 150 Bike Tour stating 
that their 19th anniversary event is scheduled for Saturday and Sunday, July 23rd and 24th, 
2011, and requesting help from the City such as traffic control at intersections with a high 
volume of traffic.  Assistant City Attorney Adams advised that this request needs to go to 



the police department for a permit.  Alderperson Montemayor moved to file.  Seconded by 
Alderperson Sampson.  All aye – motion passed. 

 
5. R. O. No. 386-10-11 (21-28) submitting a communication from Menhard Sonnemann 

requesting that a reorganization process be started for the Sheboygan Fire Department.  
Mr. Sonnemann was present.  He spoke about his concerns regarding health care 
benefits for non represented positions upon retirement.  He indicated he would like to see 
a reorganization similar to what was done in the Police Department approximately two 
years ago.  This included downgrading of some positions and adding responsibilities to 
other staff officers.  Alderperson Heidemann indicated when this occurred in the police 
department, the people were given a lump sum to leave and the restructuring in the 
department occurred after this buyout.  Alderperson Kittelson advised that the Strategic 
Fiscal Planning Committee is working on a plan for each department.  Chief Hermann 
advised that duties within the police and fire departments are different.  He spoke about 
the comparison of salary and overtime for a number of positions in the departments.  
Alderpersons Heidemann and Kittelson informed Mr. Sonnemann that the Strategic Fiscal 
Planning Committee will meet on February 23rd.  Alderperson Montemayor moved to file.  
Seconded by Alderperson Sampson.  All aye – motion passed.     

 
6. R. O. No. 387-10-11 (21-31) submitting the 2010 Annual Report of the Sheboygan Police 

Department.  Chief Domagalski stated he thinks it is important to have a vehicle to get 
information out to the committee and to the public.  In the future, the Chief would like the 
report to become more performance based and outline different programs and initiatives 
that go on throughout the year.  Alderperson Montemayor moved to accept and file.  
Seconded by Alderperson Dekker.  All aye – motion passed.   

 
7. Gen. Ord. No. 49-10-11 (21-45) relating to a no parking zone so as to change the parking 

limits on the east side of S. 11th St.  Ryan Sazama advised that Officer Edson contacted 
his department to draft an ordinance to change some of the parking at Farnsworth Middle 
School.  Chief Domagalski advised that this will create a space for buses to drop off and 
parents to pick up.  Alderperson Montemayor moved to approve and send to Council with 
a favorable recommendation for passage.  Seconded by Alderperson Heidemann.  All 
aye – motion passed.
