Under discussion:  Handout and explanation by Tom Rice the insurance renewal decisions.    Tom 
also indicated that by changing to UMR there are lower fixed costs, deeper discounts, timely 
reporting, and improved customer service.  Delta Dental has a larger and broader provider network 
which will provide a substantial savings to the City. 

 
A motion was made and seconded to pass the foregoing resolutions and to forward all 3 
documents to council.  Passes 3 – 1 abstention (Kittelson)

this is a fully funded grant for 3 years.

Position Approval Form for the Police Department for two (2) full-time telecommunicators.    

 
Handout and explanation by Tom Rice the Vacant Position Approval Form.  There are currently five 
(5) part-time telecommunicators, if two (2) full-time telecommunicators were added it would 
reduce the number of part-time telecommunicators to three (3).  Two (2) part-time 
telecommunicators would be able to become full-time, which would result in no layoffs.
