Don Hammond motion to approve, David Gass seconded. 
 
Roberta Filicky-Peneski requested that the minutes be amended to state that Sparrow’s Point 
is proposing to sublease the Three-Shop Shanty to Bridal Essence.

Discussion and possible action on sign grant request from Jomaji Salon and Spa, 682 South 

Pier Drive to increase signage on current building.

David Sachse motioned to approve the $1,000 grant from the Historical Preservation 
Program for the sign on the north side of her building, Don Hammond seconded.  
 
Motion passed unanimously.

rendering oral advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation
