Mr. Goedeke indicated that following the chronic nuisance hearing at the police 

department, Sandee’s is adding security cameras and also lights in their parking lot.  Ald. Kath 

moved, seconded by Ald.

He further 

indicated that a very serious incident had occurred on October 16th involving a crowd of 75 to 100 

people outside the bar which endangered the lone officer who initially responded to the call to police. 

Hammen, to request that Rehab Bar & Grill voluntarily 

surrender its license for a period of three (3) consecutive weekend days (Friday, Saturday and 

Sunday) before November 15, 2011, and inform the City Clerk within seven (7) days of their choice 

of weekend.
