Call to order — The eighth meeting of the 2012-13 Public Protection & Safety Committee
The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Vice Chairperson Carlson.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Introduction of Committee Members

Approval of the minutes of the Public Protection and Safety Committee meeting from
July 25, 2012. Alderperson Heidemann moved to approve. Seconded by Alderperson
Wangemann. All aye - motion passed.

1. Com. No. 5-12-13 (3.1) from Tom De Genaro requesting that the east side of S. 26"
Street from Pennsylvania Ave. to approximately Terrace Cir. be posted “No parking” as
he is concerned about the safety of that area. Alderperson Kath advised that Mr. De
Genaro is out of state on business. Ryan Sazama advised that out of the points in the
communication, he agrees that stop signs should be placed on Pennsylvania Ave. S. 26"
Street and Pennsylvania Avenue is currently a four way, uncontrolled intersection. Ryan
does not believe there is a need for eliminating parking on the street. Chief Domagalski
agreed. Alderperson Heidemann moved to do so. Seconded by Alderperson Lessard.
All aye — motion passed.

2. R. O. No. 109-12-13 (4.7) from Joseph and Darlene Falle regarding an issue with goats
and chickens located at 1419 N. 30" St. Joseph Falle was present and addressed the
committee. He spoke about his concerns with vermin, manure not being picked up, pens
being accessible to predators, unsanitary conditions, vaccination and licensing, and
property values. Mr. Falle also talked about the Plymouth code as an example. Assistant
City Attorney Chuck Adams advised that the City of Sheboygan ordinances are more
comprehensive than Plymouth'’s but they are not all in one place. ACA Adams explained
the animal fancier’s permit ordinance and its requirements, the ordinance pertaining to the
keeping of fowl, the animal at large ordinance, the animal feces ordinance, the noise
ordinance and general nuisance ordinance. Chief Domagalski advised that one of the
Building Inspectors can be sent to the property along with a Community Officer.
Alderperson Carlson suggested that the property owners should be informed of the
codes, and given the chance to come up to code. If there continues to be a nuisance, the
ordinances are in place to rectify the situation. Alderperson Wangemann moved hold the
document until the Building Inspector and possibly the Police Chief can get back to the



committee. Seconded by Alderperson Heidemann. Motion passed 3 (Carlson,
Heidemann, Wangemann) to 1 (Lessard.)

3. R. O. No. 108-12-13 (4.6) submitting a communication from Rhyan Zimmerman
requesting a waiver to the Sex Offender Residency restrictions to live at 1322 N. 12" St.
Rhyan Zimmerman was present. After discussion, Alderperson Lessard moved to deny.
Seconded by Alderperson Wangemann. All aye — motion passed.
